
1.1.3 The Indian Evidence Act is the single law

relating to evidence and applies to all judicial

proceedings in any court or court martial. The Act

has undergone a few amendments to enhance the

scope of admissibility of evidence. 

Rule of Law

1.1.1 Law enforcement and management of law

and order, security, crime prevention and crime

detection are the exclusive responsibilities of the

Police. This mandate is primarily governed by the

following 3 major laws.

1.1.2 The Indian Penal Code is the general penal

code. It identifies the commissions and omissions

that constitute offences punishable under this Act. It

provides punishments for offences committed

within India, and punishment for offences

committed outside India, but which by law may be

tried within India. The applicability of the Act also

extends to extra-territorial offences. Over the years,

the scope of the Act has been enlarged by

amendments and insertions of specific provisions.

are applicable to particular subjects. 

2) Local Laws (vide Section 42 of IPC) which are

applicable to particular parts of India. 
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1) Offences against Body : Murder, Attempt to

Murder, Culpable Homicide not amounting to

Murder, Kidnapping & Abduction, Hurt, Causing

Death by Negligence.

2) Against Property: Dacoity, its preparation and

assembly, Robbery, Burglary and Theft.

3) Offences Against Women:  Dowry Death,

Cruelty by Husband or Relatives, Molestation,

Rape, Sexual Harassment and Importation of Girls

etc. 

4) Other IPC offences. 

5) Against Public Property: Riots, Arson. 

6) Economic Crimes: Criminal Breach of Trust,

Cheating, Counterfeiting etc.

Cognizable Offences.

1.1.8 Such offences may be dealt with by the Police

and a Police Officer may arrest a person without a

warrant. In such offences, the police has a direct

responsibility to take immediate action on receipt of

a complaint or credible information, visit the scene

of the crime, investigate the facts, apprehend the

offender and bring him before a court of law having

jurisdiction over the matter. Cognizable offences

are broadly categorised as those falling either under

the ‘Indian Penal Code (IPC)’ or under the ‘Special

and Local Laws (SLL)’.

This indicates 4%

decrease as compared to 2000, 2.2% increase as

compared to Q.A., and 3.4% increase as compared

to 2009. Highest no. of murders in 2010 have been

reported in Mumbai (C) (228) followed by Pune (R)

(141), Thane (R) (135), Pune (C) (129) and

Ahmednagar (122). These five Units contribute

27.5% of murders registered in the State. Pune Rly

registered the lowest no. of Murders i.e. (0) .The

highest crime rate was reported in Gadchiroli (4.9),

Nagpur (R) (3.5) & Beed (3.4). Nagpur Rly,

Washim, Ahmednagar, Raigad & Wardha have

shown a significant increase in the incidences of

murder in 2010 as compared to those in 2009.

Dacoity

1.16.3 During 2010, 778 dacoities have been

registered in the State which is a 40.7% increase as

compared to 2000, 7.8% increase as compared to

the Q.A., and 0.3% decrease as compared to

2009. Highest no. of dacoities in 2010 have been

reported in Ahmednagar (58) followed by Pune (R)

(42), Jalgaon (41), Nasik (R) (41) and Solapur (R)

(38). These five units contribute 28.3% of dacoities

registered in the State. Under this head Bhandara

and Sindhudurg have registered lowest (0) cases.

Minimum cases have been reported in Amravati (C)

(3), Chandrapur (3) and Gondia (3). The highest

crime rate has been reported in A'bad (C)(1.6),

Beed (1.5) and Nasik (C) (1.4). Nandurbar, Solapur

(C), Raigad, A'bad (C) and Thane (C) have shown

a significant increase in theincidences of dacoities

in  2010  as compared to 2009.   

 

Robbery

1.16.4 During 2010, 3721 robberies have been

registered in the State which is a 47.1% increase as

compared to 2000, 32% increase as compared to

Q.A., and 12.3% increase as compared to 2009.

Highest no. of robberies in 2010 have been

reported in Pune (C) (452) followed by Mumbai (C)

(410), Nagpur (C) (259),Thane (R) (231) and Thane

(C) (172). These five Units contribute 41% of

robberies registered in the State. Sindhudurg

registered the lowest robberies i.e. 6 cases where

as in Nandurbar (7), Pune Rly (7), Gadchiroli (11)

and Ratnagiri (16)cases have been recorded which

shows increasing trend. The highest crime rate was

reported in Nagpur (C) (9.8), followed by A'bad (C)

(8.8) and Pune (C) (7.9). Thane (R), Gondia,

Gadchiroli, Nagpur Rly & Parbhani have shown a

significant increase in the incidences of robberies in

2010 as compared to 2009.
