Rule of Law

1.1.1 Law enforcement and management of law

and order, security, crime prevention and crime

detection are the exclusive responsibilities of the

Police. This mandate is primarily governed by the

following 3 major laws. 

A) The Indian Penal Code (IPC), 1860

B) The Indian Evidence Act, 1872
C) The Code of Criminal Procedure 1973.

1.1.2 The Indian Penal Code is the general penal

code. It identifies the commissions and omissions

that constitute offences punishable under this Act. It

provides punishments for offences committed

within India, and punishment for offences

committed outside India, but which by law may be

tried within India. The applicability of the Act also

extends to extra-territorial offences. Over the years,

the scope of the Act has been enlarged by

amendments and insertions of specific provisions.

1.1.4 The Criminal Procedure Code 1973 is the

major procedural law relating to the conduct of

investigation, trial and appeals. This procedural law

underwent a major amendment during the year

2006. 

1.1.5 Apart from the above, there are several

Special Laws and Local Laws (SLL) which have

been enacted from time to time to meet new

challenges to the criminal justice system in specific

areas.

Offence and Crime

1.1.6 The word Offence (Sec. 40 IPC) denotes any

act or omission, made punishable by any law, in

force when the act was committed. While the term

offence may be specific, the term 'crime' is generic,

largely signifying offences which are serious in

nature. 

Cognizable and Non-Cognizable Offences.

1.1.7 The Criminal Procedure Code (Cr.P.C.)

divides all offences into two categories. 

1) Cognizable offences (vide Sec. 2 (c) Cr.P.C.)  

2) Non-cognizable offences (vide Sec.2(L) Cr.P.C.) 

Cognizable Offences.

1.1.8 Such offences may be dealt with by the Police

and a police officer may arrest a person without a

warrant. In such offences, the police has a direct

responsibility to take immediate action on receipt of

a complaint or credible information, visit the scene

of the crime, investigate the facts, apprehend the

offender and bring him before a court of law having

jurisdiction over the matter. Cognizable offences

are broadly categorised as those falling either

under the �Indian Penal Code (IPC)� or under the

�Special and Local Laws (SLL)�.

2005 recording an increase of 2.5% during this

year. The decadal variation as compared to 1996

shows an increase by 2.3% and an increase by

10.9% as compared to quinquennial average.

.The highest crime rate has been reported in

Gadchiroli (5.4), Navi Mumbai (C) (4.6) & Amravati
