Scope

The scope of the SOP is to familiarize all police officers to know as to what is their

mandate in rape cases. It sets out the role and responsibilities of the police.

Incidents of crime against women are a matter of great concern for the government
and the society at large. In the wake of gruesome incidents of rape in the country, Crime
against Women has attracted a new focus and attention. Free and prompt registration of
cases, quality investigation with proper and expeditious prosecution ending in conviction of
the offenders shall be a deterrent in combating the menace,

| Crime against women, in general, and rape, in particular, need our closest attention. ‘

It is necessary to reiterate and re-emphasize the need for prompt and effective investigation

and prosecution of rape cases to secure a better conviction rate. Hence this Standard
